Mayor Keith Horgen convened a regular meeting of the St. Ansgar City Council at 7:00 p.m. on Monday February 9, 2026, in the council chamber of the St. Ansgar City Hall. Council Persons Ben Walk, Chris Maiers, Herb Wright & Mike Juhl answered roll call. Public Works Director Jim Johnson, and Police Chief Lance Schutjer, were also present. Council Person Jason Squier was not in attendance.
Maiers presented a motion, seconded by Walk to approve the consent agenda, which consists of minutes from January 12, 2026, payment of bills, January 2026 financial reports, and approval of Tax Abatement requests from Voun Hansen along with Kevin and Mary Kirchgatter Resolution 2026-04 and on roll call vote ayes four.
No engineering updates 

Police Chief Schutjer reported that he and the mayor had attended a disaster training meeting in Osage. He is working on trainings and anything he can oversee from the office.

 Public Works Director Johnson updated council on some of the things they have been working on. Repairs on equipment, burned tree pile, shop work, 16 blocks of sewer main jetted, completed a sign inventory, replaced a couple of meters, worked on CIP list items, about 70% of the city has radio reads installed already, will work on installing the radio reads on hand and purchasing enough to complete the city, have list of projects for the spring.

Juhl presented a motion, seconded by Walk to proceed with advertising for a fourth public works employee, and on roll call vote ayes four. Will also advertise for mowing of the cemetery.

Council reviewed the CIP items presented from public works department. Will contact Engineers to get started on plans for 4th Street. Also looking at street work and water tower painting.


Wright presented a motion, seconded by Walk to approve the recommendation presented by the Administrative Policy Committee to budget all full-time employees an increase equal to  4% of the average of all full-time employee wages combined, and a $.50 increase for part-time employees, and on roll call vote ayes four.


Maiers presented a motion, seconded by Juhl, to appoint Ben Walk to the Disaster Service Board as EMT representative, and on roll call vote ayes four.

Wright presented a motion, seconded by Juhl to approve Setting the Public Property Tax Levy Hearing for March 26th at 6:45 p.m. Resolution 2026-05,and on roll call vote ayes four.

Maiers presented a motion, seconded by Walk to approve Alex Hanson to the St. Ansgar Fire Department, and on roll call vote ayes four.
