 ST. ANSGAR CITY COUNCIL 
June9, 2025
Mayor Keith Horgen convened a regular meeting of the St. Ansgar City Council at 7:00 p.m. on Monday June 9, 2025, in the council chamber of the St. Ansgar City Hall. Council Persons Ben Walk, Chris Maiers, & Herb Wright answered roll call. Public Works Superintendent Herb Dowse, Police Chief Lance Schutjer, Heidi Kuhl-Northland Securities and Nancy Nickerson Lee-CST South Square were also present.
Walk presented a motion, seconded by Maiers to approve the consent agenda, which consists of minutes from May 12, 2025, payment of bills, May 2025 financial reports, along with approval for renewal of liquor license for C.B Brandts, Sportsman’s Inc., Sportsman’s Beverage & Dollar General, along with tobacco license renewal for Dollar General and Casey’s, and on roll call vote ayes five.
Mayor Horgen opened the Public Hearing for the proposal to enter into an Essential Purpose Loan Agreement at 7:01 p.m. There were no written or verbal comments received and no discussion. Public Hearing was closed at 7:02 p.m.

Mayor Horgen opened the Public Hearing for the proposal to enter into a General-Purpose Loan Agreement at 7:03 p.m. There were no written or verbal comments received and no discussion. Public Hearing was closed at 7:03 p.m.

Heidi Kuhl explained the difference between the two loan agreements and went over all the terms of the loan along with providing the council the current General Obligation Debt Book and explanation of its contents.

Maiers presented a motion, seconded by Walk to approve Resolution 2025-10 Authorizing and combining loan Agreements, providing for the private placement and issuance of a General Obligation Corporate Purpose Bond, Series 2025A, and providing for the levy of taxes to pay the same, on roll call vote ayes three.
Mayor Horgen commented that Ulland Brothers are in town today and will be working on the major street jobs first to make sure completed before Town and Country Days.
Sweers sent an email with update on conversation with Marcks and seeding to be done in fall. Compost has not been spread yet. 

Police Chief Schutjer has an individual who will be doing the physical test on Friday and if he passes that will be sent to the academy for further testing. Asked if the council would like him to look into what other towns have for an ordinance on electric scooters. The council said to go ahead.

 The Public Works Director Dowse shared update-equipment is maintained, repaired a main and service sewer line that Omnitel had gone through, Omnitel will be billed for service line repairs. Stencils are in for Handicapped parking space. Working on ditch by the old dump. E coli samples have been completed. Bacteria still being injected, looks like it is working. Proposal for blower repairs came in at $16,825. Working on curb stops.

Ordinance 458 amending stop and yield signs was presented. Schutjer provided a list of all yield and stop signs in town. The ordinance will be updated to include all current signs along with the prior changes suggested.

No update on electric franchise.


Walk presented a motion, seconded by Maiers to approve the 1st reading of Ordinance 459 Amending Section15.04 of Chapter 15 Relating to Mayor Compensation which increases the mayor’s annual salary from $4500 to $5000, and on roll call vote ayes three.

Maiers presented a motion, seconded by Walk to waive and the 2nd and 3rd reading and approve Ordinance 459, and on roll call vote ayes three.

Nancy Nickerson Lee was present to share update on the joining of Cedar Summer Stock and South Square. The Cedar Summer Stock group uses the facility about three months, and the rest of the time is used by others. The building needs several repairs and there are grants that are only available if the city applies for them. Lee would like to work with the city to come up with a vision for the property that would benefit the community needs. The better the vision the better options for grant funds.

Walk presented a motion, seconded by Maiers to approve Resolution 2025-11 Fy 2026 Salaries and Benefits and on roll call vote ayes three.

Walk presented a motion, seconded by Maiers to approve Resolution 2025-12 Providing for the Transfer of Funds and on roll call vote ayes three.


Walk presented a motion, seconded by Maiers to approve the payment of bills for FY 2025 before the next meeting, and on roll call vote ayes three.


Walk presented a motion, seconded by Wright approving the mayor to sign the 28E Agreement with Mitchell County EDC removing St. Ansgar from the agreement, and on roll call vote ayes three.
