 ST. ANSGAR CITY COUNCIL 
February 10, 2025
Mayor Keith Horgen convened a regular meeting of the St. Ansgar City Council at 7:00 p.m. on Monday February10, 2025, in the council chamber of the St. Ansgar City Hall. Council Persons Herb Wright, Chris Maiers, & Mike Juhl answered roll call. Public Works Superintendent Herb Dowse, Police Chief Lance Schutjer, and Matt Bissen were also present, along with Zoom viewers. Council Person Ben Walk & Jason Squier were absent.
Juhl presented a motion, seconded by Maiers to approve the consent agenda, which consists of minutes from January 13 & 22, 2025, payment of bills, January 2025 financial reports, and tax abatement request for Bradley and Pamela Squier Resolution 2025-03, and on roll call vote ayes three.
Sweers was not present.  There is no update on the project at this time.

Police Chief Schutjer shared that there will be training at the school on Monday with fire department, EMT and law enforcement present. Is still looking for another officer.

 The Public Works Director Dowse shared update-Body repairs have been done to the orange dump truck, and it has been painted. Well 2 has been pulled, motor is good, but downpipe needs to be replaced, will cost about $23,000 to put back with repairs. Disinfecting cost about $4000. Still need to pull the blower at the lagoon and take to Omaha.

No discussion on Chapter 65 updates.

Council received notes from a meeting that was held with Chad Hansen from Alliant. Moving forward we will have to educate the public and get on the ballot to make change.


Currently working on updating the code book and need to be willing to enforce the codes or have them either revised or removed.


Maiers presented a motion, seconded by Wright to move forward with getting quotes for an 80x200 shop building, and on roll call vote ayes three.

Herb Wright and Chris Maiers agreed to sit on the Economic Development Loan committee along with two of the St. Ansgar EDC members to review loan request for new auto repair business in town. Woods will get ahold of EDC and arrange this meeting.


Maiers presented a motion, seconded by Wright to approve the Administrative Policy Committee’s proposed wage increase and insurance stipend, and on roll call vote ayes three.

Juhl presented a motion, seconded by Maiers to approve Resolution 2025-04 Observed Holiday Schedule, adding half a day to Christmas Eve making this a Full day, and on roll call vote ayes three.


Juhl presented a motion, seconded by Maiers to approve the appointment of Alex Edgington to the Acorn Park Golf and Recreation Board, and on roll call vote ayes three.

Maiers presented a motion, seconded by Wright to discontinue the agreement with NLC Service Line Warranty Program and the use of our logo, and on roll call vote ayes three.


Woods shared information about three different software systems that she has been looking into. The council stated she should go with which everyone will fit the needs of the city the best.


Mayor Horgen shared that he was invited to have lunch at the Senior Saints Center, and they shared their concerns about funding. Currently they provide meals on Monday, Wednesday, and Friday. 


Maiers presented a motion to approve Resolution 2025-05 Setting the Public Property Tax Levy Hearing for Wednesday March 26th at 6:30 p.m., and on roll call vote ayes three.

Juhl presented a motion, seconded by Maiers to move the regular March 10th meeting to March 26th at 7:00 p.m. and approves having invoices that need to be paid before this date be paid, and on roll call ayes three.
