Mayor Keith Horgen convened a regular meeting of the St. Ansgar City Council at 7:00 p.m. on Monday September 8, 2025, in the council chamber of the St. Ansgar City Hall. Council Persons Jason Squier, Mike Juhl, Chris Maiers, & Ben Walk answered roll call. Public Works/P&Z Administrator Jim Johnson, Police Chief Lance Schutjer, and Loren Stene were also present. Council Person Herb Wright was absent.
Walk presented a motion, seconded by Maiers to approve the consent agenda, which consists of minutes from August 11, 2025, payment of bills, August 2025 financial reports, and on roll call vote ayes four.
No added information on the trunkline project. 

Police Chief Schutjer reported that the individual who had applied for the police officer position has turned down the part time position and is looking at other options.

 Jim Johnson shared that the water tower will need to be repainted in the near future. They have been working on the 6th street project, sub graded the shop building location and construction has started, fixed sidewalk by the tennis courts, patched water line on N. Washington, mowing and weed eating, and working on hydrate by school.

Woods updated the council on training coming up for the new software. Starting November 19th through December 30th office hours may be limited to allow for this set up and training. Currently Knowlton is working part days after foot surgery. Woods will be gone for training September 17-19 and October 15-17.


Loren Stene was present to request putting a culvert in his ditch. Council would like to consult the engineer on this.

Mayor Horgen reported that there are no recent updates.

Property owner has started to clean up area requested to be discussed. 

Maiers presented a motion, seconded by Juhl to approve Depository Resolution 2025-14, and on roll call vote ayes four.


Walk presented a motion, seconded by Squier to approve Depository Resolution 2025-15, and on roll call vote ayes four.

Planning and Zoning Commission has recommended the Planning and Zoning Ordinance as presented to be approved by the council. A public hearing will be held at the next council meeting.

Jendro will be increasing their rates by 2.62% effective October 1, 2025.
