 ST. ANSGAR CITY COUNCIL 
April 1, 2024
Mayor Keith Horgen convened a regular meeting of the St. Ansgar City Council at 7:00 p.m. on Monday, March 11, 2024, in the council chamber of the St. Ansgar City Hall. Council Persons Jason Squier, Chris Maiers, Mike Juhl, Sam Heimer, and Ben Walk answered roll call. Drew Sweers-V&K Engineering, Police Chief Lance Schutjer, Public Works Superintendent Herb Dowse were also in attendance.
Walk presented a motion, seconded by Maiers to approve the consent agenda, which consists of minutes from March 11, 2024, payment of bills, March 2024 financial reports, and on roll call vote ayes five.
Sweers stated that the new trunk line is up and running. The old trunk line has not been abandoned yet. McKinnis will be back in a couple of weeks to check everything and finish. Sweers presented pay estimate #4 for approval. Maiers presented a motion, seconded by Squier to approve pay estimate #4 for $83,411.01and on roll call vote ayes five. The quarterly report was submitted for the wastewater treatment. All the reports so far have been good except for one which was done during a time when there was no discharge.

Police Chief Schutjer submitted information on the cost of the academy for a new officer along with other expenses related to adding a second officer. Maiers presented a motion seconded by Juhl to approve advertising for a full-time officer starting at $22 per hour increasing to $24 per hour after completion of academy, academy paid for by the city with a 3-year commitment of employment or will have to payback academy cost at a prorated amount, on roll call vote ayes five.

 Public Works Director Dowse reported that they have been working on installing radio reads, fixing meters, curb stop lowering, on list for electric pump, will start working on potholes,  will start edge rutting when weather permits, jetter pump is repaired and will be picked up, picked up the mower for mini today, working with contractors on lagoon.

Juhl presented a motion, seconded by Walk to approve $7100 for retention boxes to help with drainage issues and on roll call vote ayes five.

Squier presented a motion, seconded by Walk to approve the 1st reading of Ordinance #457 Chapter 77 section 77.03 sub section 6 extending the permittable months of operation of golf carts on city streets from April to October to March to November adding two months, and on roll call vote ayes five.


Walk presented a motion, seconded by Squier to waive the 2nd and 3rd reading of Ordinance #457, and on roll call vote ayes five.


Squier presented a motion, seconded by Heimer to approve Resolution 2024-06 increasing the golf cart permit rate to $25 per year, and on roll call vote ayes five.


Maiers presented a motion, seconded by Squier to approve the purchase of cameras and phones as discussed, and on roll call vote ayes five.


Shop and 4th street projects tabled.


Casey’s Corporate office has been contacted about the cleaning of the grease trap and the grease getting into our system. They have brought in a new grease dumpster. Public Works Director Dowse and St. Ansgar Caseys Manager are working on this situation with Casey’s Corporate office.
DNR is also aware of the situation.

Dowse shared information on measurements and cost of concrete for 3rd Street repairs when tracks are taken out.

The council reviewed the city fee list and adjusted current rates. Rates will be approved by resolution at the next council meeting.


Will continue to work on cemetery policy.


Juhl presented a motion, seconded by Maiers to approve Resolution 2024-07 Setting Public Hearing Date for FY 25 Budget for April 22, 2024, at 7 p.m. and on roll call vote ayes five.

Clean up week will be the week after the city-wide rummage sales April 29 through May 3, 2024, with the dumpsters located at the city shop again.

Discussed bringing in dirt and seeding the park around the playground equipment and getting the rock moved to complete the project.
