Mayor Keith Horgen convened a regular meeting of the St. Ansgar City Council at 7:00 p.m. on Monday April 13, 2026, in the council chamber of the St. Ansgar City Hall. Council Persons Jason Squier, Ben Walk, Mike Juhl, Chris Maiers, & Herb Wright answered roll call. Public Works Superintendent Jim Johnson, Police Chief Lance Schutjer, Bob McNutt, Emma Squire and Adam Squire were also present.
Wright presented a motion, seconded by Walk to approve the consent agenda, which consists of minutes from March 26th, March Financials, payment of bills, and approval of liquor license renewal for Paradise Pizza and Ownership update amendment for CST,and on roll call vote ayes five.
Mayor Horgen opened the Public Hearing for the proposed FY 27 Budget at 7:01 p.m. McNutt asked how much the levy rate would be increasing. Levy rate for 2026 was 11.24408 new levy rate will be 11.24683 . There were no other written or verbal comments received and no other discussion. Public Hearing was closed at 7:02 p.m.

Walk presented a motion, seconded by Squier to approve Resolution 2026-07 Approving the Proposed FY 76 Budget and on roll call vote ayes five.

Police Chief Schutjer shared that he has been working on nuisance items around town and would also like to remind people that they should keep valuables locked up. New speed sign ordered.

 Public Works Director Johnson shared that seasonal employee Noah Medgaarden has been helping out by painting the fire hydrants and cleaning up around the cemetery and town. The lift station has been replaced with a larger one at the ball diamonds, compost pile moved, John Deere and Ranger have been serviced, purchased antenna for the water tower that was damaged in windstorm, will start working on potholes, installed radio reads.

Discussed the repairs needed to the batting cage at the ball diamond and the city crew going to get the turf and helping with the prep work.

Discussed DeMaris’ request for a 2-inch water line instead of a 1 inch. City crew will work with Popp’s and DeMaris on this and DeMaris will cover the additional cost of a 2-inch line.
