 ST. ANSGAR CITY COUNCIL 
July 14, 2025
Mayor Keith Horgen convened a regular meeting of the St. Ansgar City Council at 7:00 p.m. on Monday July 14, 2025, in the council chamber of the St. Ansgar City Hall. Council Persons Jason Squier, Mike Juhl, Chris Maiers, & Herb Wright answered roll call. Public Works/P&Z Administrator Jim Johnson, &Police Chief Lance Schutjer were also present. Council Person Ben Walk was absent.
Juhl presented a motion, seconded by Wright to approve the consent agenda, which consists of minutes from June 9, 2025, payment of bills, June 2025 financial reports, along with approval for renewal of liquor license for Cedar Lanes & Casey’s, and on roll call vote ayes four.
No new information on the trunkline project. 

Police Chief Schutjer reported that the police officer applicant has passed all the required testing and Schutjer would like to schedule an interview with the individual. The first interview will be with the Community Protection Committee and then a full Council interview.

 Jim Johnson shared public works update-lagoon has been mowed and cleaned up around, drinking fountains fixed, 3rd street ditch project, water tap for Patterson shed, dump mowed, edge rooting, dump road graded, sink hole 1st and 105 fixed, cleaned streets and sidewalks for Town and Country days along with providing barricades, mowers serviced, child guards on culverts by park, trimmed hedges at Angel Park, trimming limbs that fall and assisted with mowing.

Juhl presented a motion seconded by Maiers to approve the first reading of Ordinance 458, Stop and Yield Sign Ordinance, and on roll call vote ayes four.
Maiers presented a motion, seconded by Squier to waive the 2nd and 3rd reading of Ordinance 458, Stop and Yield Sign Ordinance, and on roll call vote ayes four.


Maiers presented a motion, seconded by Juhl to allow the mayor to continue to move forward and contact Alliant Energy to visit with Heartland Power about switching electrical services to Heartland Power, and on roll call vote ayes four.

Maiers presented a motion, seconded by Wright to approve Resolution 2025-13 Annual Base Water Rate Increase and on roll call vote ayes four.

Discussed adding a length for grass and weeds to the code. There is currently not a specific length stated. Suggested 8 inches for residential, commercial, and industrial, and 15 inches for agriculture land. Woods will work on ordinance for this.


Discussion was had about the lift station at the ball diamonds needing to be updated to be able to manage the large amount of use during both park and rec and school activities.

Maiers presented a motion, seconded by Juhl to allow the removal of the North shelter house sign to have the spelling corrected, and on roll call vote ayes four.

Maiers presented a motion, seconded by Juhl to have Planning and Zoning Administrator Johnson visit with two individuals about relocating their dumpsters out of the right of way and also removal of unapproved concrete slab within seven days, and on roll call vote ayes four.
