July 11, 2022
Mayor Keith Horgen convened a regular meeting of the St. Ansgar City Council at 7:00 p.m. on Monday, July 11, 2022, in the council chamber of the St. Ansgar City Hall. Council Persons Myrna Jorgensen, Chris Maiers, Sam Heimer, and Ben Walk (via Zoom) answered roll call. Council Person Mike Juhl was absent. Drew Sweers-V & K, Police Chief Lance Schutjer, Bob McNutt, Riley Steinberg, Gary Fossey, Bonnie Eustice, and Luke Porisch were also present along with Jim Johnson-Public Works/Planning and Zoning Administrator, and Mitch via zoom. 

Jorgensen presented a motion, seconded by Heimer to approve the consent agenda, which consist of minutes from June 13, 21, & 30, 2022, payment of bills, June 2022 financial reports, along with liquor license renewal for Casey’s and Dollar General and on roll call vote ayes four.

Mayor Horgen opened the Public Hearing on Proposed Designation of the Rock Ridge Urban Renewal Area at 7:01p.m. There were no written or verbal statements, no discussion. The public hearing was closed at 7:01p.m.
Maiers presented a motion seconded by Heimer to approve Resolution 2022-19 a Resolution to Declare Necessity and Establish an Urban Renewal Area, Pursuant to Section 403.4 of the Code of Iowa   and Approve Urban Renewal Plan and Projects for the Rock Ridge Urban Renewal Area, and on roll call vote ayes four

Council person Mike Juhl arrived at 7:02

Maiers presented a motion, seconded by Juhl to adopt Ordinance NO 453, An Ordinance Providing for the Division of Taxes Levied on Taxable Property in the Rock Ridge Urban Renewal Area, Pursuant to Section 403.19 of the Code of Iowa, and on roll call vote ayes five. Jorgensen presented a motion, seconded by Maiers to wave the 2nd and 3rd readings of Ordinance No 453, and on roll call vote ayes five.

Mayor Horgen opened the Public Hearing on Proposed Amendment to the Northwest Urban Renewal Area at 7:04 p.m. There were no written or verbal statements, no discussion. Public Hearing was closed at 7:04.

Jorgensen presented a motion, seconded by Heimer to approve Resolution 2022-20 a Resolution to Approve Urban Renewal Plan Amendment for the Northwest Urban Renewal Area, and on roll call vote ayes five.


Sweers reported that they are still working on the design for the trunkline to be submitted to the DNR. Submitted the EPA quarterly report. Alliant and Black Hills have started their work in Rock Ridge. Jason Petersburg met with the Mayor and property owners about easements for the NW drainage project.   Presented an estimate for the base bid plus and alternate plan. Total cost estimated to be $244,957. Will be moving forward with the 5th street drainage issues.  Steinberg will move forward with his part and communicate when complete. Easement will be needed, and city will start their part.
               Police Chief Schutjer shared concern about not having enough storm spotters and having protocol for when the siren should be sounded. Schutjer will work with Kris Olson to come up with a plan.
               Johnson shared update on what has been done during the month which includes ditch work and culverts on 3rd street.  Working on potholes, but need another truck of cold patch, straightening signpost, gravel parking and storage area on North side of the shop. Randy has been working on lifting points for the pontoon & servicing equipment. Working on the sign trailer. Josiah working out well. Sprayed weeds on 4th street, changed out a meter that was reading backwards.  Working on codes and working with boards on the sticking to them. 

                 There were not and updates on the disposal of the old house or on the shelter house in the park.
 Working on easement for the START trail.
 Will be revising the ATV and UTV Ordinances to follow 2022 State of Iowa ATV/UTV Bill HF2130. Would like to have same rules
County wide.


Council will come with amounts to update the City Fees List, and make sure all equipment is listed to the next meeting.

Waiting on engineers’ opinion for the Milkhouse parking lot.
Jorgensen presented a motion, seconded by Heimer to accept the resignation of Bonnie Eustice from the Board of Adjustment 
which also covers the removal of Board of Adjustment appointee, and on roll call vote ayes five.
Maiers presented a motion, seconded by Heimer to approve the request from Sportsman’s to have a street dance on 
September 17th blocking off part of Mitchell Street just like last year, and on roll call vote ayes five.
Maiers presented a motion, seconded by Juhl to approve Resolution 2022-21 a Resolution Setting a Date of Meeting at Which it 
is Proposed to Approve a Development Agreement with Sommer and Lindsey Falk, Including Annual Appropriation Tax Increment Payments, and on roll call vote ayes five.
Maiers presented a motion, seconded by Walk to approve Resolution 2022-22 a resolution Setting a Date of Meeting at Which 
it is Proposed to Approve a Development Agreement with Randal Gonnerman, Including Annual Appropriation Tax Increment Payments, and on roll call vote ayes five.
Maiers presented a motion seconded by Heimer to approve Resolution 2022-23 a Resolution setting the Public Hearing for 
Rezoning and Plat approval of Rock Ridge, and on roll call vote ayes five.
Porisch was present to share information about a State of Iowa Daycare Grant, and to ask for support from the City for Wee 
Saints Daycare. Heimer presented a motion, seconded by Maiers to pledge $50,000 payable over 5 years to the Wee Saints Daycare, and on roll call vote ayes five.
