 ST. ANSGAR CITY COUNCIL 
October 13, 2025
Mayor Keith Horgen convened a regular meeting of the St. Ansgar City Council at 7:00 p.m. on Monday October 13, 2025, in the council chamber of the St. Ansgar City Hall. Council Persons Mike Juhl, Chris Maiers, & Ben Walk answered roll call. Public Works/P&Z Administrator Jim Johnson, Police Chief Lance Schutjer, Public Works/Water-Wastewater Josiah Genung, John Robbins-NIACOG and Loren Stene were also present. Council Person Jason Squier arrived at 7:20 p.m. and Herb Wright arrived at 7:40 p.m.
Walk presented a motion, seconded by Maiers to approve the consent agenda, which consists of minutes from September 8, 2025, payment of bills, September 2025 financial reports, and on roll call vote ayes three.
Mayor Horgen opened the public hearing for the proposed St. Ansgar Zoning Ordinance at 7:01. There were no written or verbal comments submitted. John Robbins from NIACOG shared that the Planning and Zoning Commission had approved recommendation for approval of the zoning ordinance with a vote of four to one. With no further discussion the Public Hearing was closed at 7:02 p.m.
Walk presented a motion, seconded by Maiers to approve Ordinance 462 An Ordinance regulating and restricting the location construction, and use of buildings and structures, and the use of land in the city of St. Ansgar, Iowa and for said purposes, dividing the city into districts and creating a Board of Adjustment, repealing ordinances in conflict with this ordinance and providing for penalties for violation of regulations. and on roll call vote ayes three. Maiers presented a motion seconded by Walk to waive the 2nd and 3rd reading of Ordinance 462 and on roll call vote ayes three.
Walk presented a motion, seconded by Maires to approve Zoning Schedule Fees Resolution 2025-16 and on roll call vote ayes three.
No added information on the trunkline project. 

Police Chief Schutjer reported that he has been working on property and junk vehicle ordinances and also been working with the school and providing some training. There have not been any applications for the police officer position.

 Jim Johnson shared that some of the things they have been working on are tree removal and storm clean up, burnt tree pile twice, put rock in shed, got generator running, sewer issues at Triangle Park had to be jetted twice full of grease, equipment serviced, handicap spots painted in front of clinic, marking graves and approving building permits.

Josiah Genung shared information to the council about septic systems that had been grandfathered into the city, the requirement from DNR for water tower inspections and possible need to paint water tower, sludge report for lagoon, and lift pump in well house needing replacement.

Walk presented a motion, seconded by Squier to approve FY 2025 Annual Financial Report, and on roll call vote ayes four.


Juhl Presented a motion, seconded by Walk to approve Certification of annual appropriation tax increment rebate payment for FY26 Resolution 2025-18, and on roll call vote ayes four.

Squier presented a motion, seconded by Walk to approve Annual Urban Renewal Report for FY 2025 Resolution 2025-19, and on roll call vote ayes four.

Walk presented a motion, seconded by Maiers to approve TIF Certification to the County Auditor, and on roll call vote ayes four.


There were no questions or comments on the annual exam report provided.


Loren Stene stated that there is no street sign for Boulder Lane making it difficult to find his property. Johnson will get a sign ordered and installed. Stene also asked about mailboxes and GIS mapping which is neither one is controlled by the city. Council also stated that the engineer had reported that the ditches around his property were engineered for proper water flow.


The mayor will look into getting quotes for electric and concrete slabs for doors on shed.
