 ST. ANSGAR CITY COUNCIL 
May 13, 2024
Mayor Keith Horgen convened a regular meeting of the St. Ansgar City Council at 7:00 p.m. on Monday, May 13, 2024, in the council chamber of the St. Ansgar City Hall. Council Persons Jason Squier, Chris Maiers, and Mike Juhl answered roll call. Council Persons Sam Heimer, and Ben Walk were not present. Police Chief Lance Schutjer, Public Works Superintendent Herb Dowse, Bob McNutt, Kevin, and Lynn Kirchgatter were also in attendance.
Maiers presented a motion, seconded by Squier to approve the consent agenda, which consists of minutes from April 22, 2024, payment of bills, April 2024 financial reports, and on roll call vote ayes three.
Mayor Horgen read an email from Lindsey Falk sharing information on Rock Ridge that 8 lots have been sold and construction has started on 7 of them. He is also working with START and they will be moving forward with the trail expansion plans. Mayor Horgen also read a letter from Sherri and Bob McNutt thanking the Mayor, Council, and City Workers for the tree planting project offered to St. Ansgar residents.
Sweers was not present but had submitted an email update on the current projects that was included in council packets.
Maiers presented a motion, seconded by Juhl to approve pay estimate #5 in the amount of $22,226.06 to McKinnis for work completed on the trunkline project, and on roll call vote ayes three.

Police Chief Schutjer reported that he is working on getting nuisances cleaned up, and reminding people they need to get a permit when needed. Still looking at applications for an officer.

 Public Works Director Dowse reported that they have planted 261 trees, cleaned the compost area, burnt the tree pile, CCR report has been posted, lagoon mowed and sprayed, working with engineer who designed the lagoon to get aerators correct, hired Rod Turner to mow cemetery, will start park drainage when castings come, graded alleys and will be rocking them, installed solar panels on speed sign on South Main, tested new mower for the mini, replaced scales for the city and acorn, will be patching potholes.

Will start getting quotes to take down the house by the shop.

The council would like to have the City Attorney write another letter to Casey’s to make sure that they are pumping their grease trap every 3 months.

There were 3 estimates submitted for the 3rd Street repair project. Maiers presented a motion, seconded by Squier to go with Schulz Construction for the 3rd street repairs with the estimate amount of $58,236.00, and on roll call vote ayes three.

Will continue to work on cemetery policy.


Cemetery spraying will continue to be done as a maintenance item with St. Ansgar Landscaping continuing to provide this service.
              The council would like the Chamber to continue looking at other options for watering the planters on 4th Street.


The council would like the Planning and Zoning Commission to look at the zoning codes and determine if these codes should be kept or revised.


The council was provided a rough draft of the Comprehensive Plan and future land use map.


There was no action taken on the natural dump area being used by outside residents.


The council will look at Alder’s ditch and the mayor will contact V&K to look at the issue.


Juhl presented a motion, seconded by Maiers to approve the appointment of Rachel Freeman to the Acorn Park Board, and on roll call vote ayes three.
